The 500764-TX HDMI over IP H.264/H.265 PoE Transmitter, 4K/60 may be setup by the 500811
or 500812 ProDigital Network Controller or by the 500764-TX Web Interface. This document
covers how to setup and manage the 500764-TX via the device’s web interface. To manage the
500764 via the 500811 or 500812 ProDigital Network Controller, please reference the Network
Controller Manual. Note that the 500764-TX is compatible with the MuxLab 500762-RX HDMI
over IP H.264/H.265 PoE Receiver.

Access to the 500764-TX web interface is possible via a web browser. The unit comes by default
with DHCP enabled. Identify the IP address of the 500764-TX device you want to manage by using
network utility software tools such as Bonjour, or similar. Set your PC to a different IP address in
the same segment, and set the PC subnet mask and gateway address accordingly. Contact a
network administrator if assistance is required on how to accomplish this. Enter the 500764-TX
device IP address in your browser and press Enter. The first screen presented is the Login screen.

There are several screens to navigate in order to manage the 500764-TX. Note that several 500764-
